Year 2 Snow Day Activities
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Maths:
· Outdoor task: Make models using the snow- different sized ones. You could do a family of snow people, a family of snow animals or anything creative. Measure your creations using different forms of measurement; handspans, sticks, leaves, centimetres, metres. Put your measurements in order. As an extra challenge multiply the measurements by 2, 5 and 10. How big would they be if they were 10 times bigger. Measure yourself and your family and compare yourself with the snow creations using the greater than and less than symbols
· Indoor task: Go on a shape hunt. Find as many things as you can in your house that are square, circle, rectangle, triangle. Compare the similarities and differences of the shapes. Can you find any cubes, cuboids, prisms, cylinders or spheres? Record your findings by drawing pictures and labelling the features e.g. sides, vertices, edges, faces

English:
· Look out of your window at the snowy scene. Write a setting description in the present tense using expanded noun phrases and conjunctions. Use your senses to gather as much vocabulary as you can start before you begin. Think about all of the nouns you can see first and then add adjectives to describe them. Use the table below if it helps. There is an example to start you off.

Design Technology:
· Make a snow day snack. With an adult’s permission/support, make a snack for you and/or your family to eat using careful cutting, peeling and grating skills. When you have made your snack, draw a picture of it and label it with details to show where the food has come from (e.g. an animal, underground etc). After you have eaten it, evaluate the textures and flavour. Would you do anything differently next time?
RE:
· Choose one of the six Christian values that we focus on at school and write a prayer based on your chosen value.
· Record any reflections or spiritual moments that you feel during the snow day.
Music:
· Think of a nursery rhyme or song that you know well and change the words to some snowy lyrics. Think about syllables and you could even make it rhyme. E.g. to the tune of London’s Burning: Snow is falling, snow is falling, in the garden, in the garden, let’s go sledging, let’s go sledging, get your coat, get your coat.

History/Geography/Computing
· [image: ]An Inuk is a person who lives in the Arctic. Do some research to find out more about them. Write a list of questions before you begin your research and always use a safe search site with your parent’s permission. 
Find out some history about the life of an Inuk person. What are some of the human and physical features of the place they live? Compare this to Saltaire. Present your facts on a power point presentation, type them on a Word document or create a handwritten poster. 
English extra task: Write a letter to an Inuk person telling them about your snow day. Ask them questions that you were unable to find out in your research. 
Geography extra task: Which continents and oceans would you have to pass through on your journey from home to the Arctic?

Art
· Sit somewhere cosy in your house with a piece of paper and a pencil. Take time to look around your surroundings. Sketch a snowy scene. 

Science
· Freeze a bottle of water or use an ice cube- make warm clothes for your frozen bottle/ice. Use things in your house such as tea towels, socks, kitchen roll- what would be the best material to use and why? You could even do an experiment and wrap several bottles of water to see which is the best outfit that you make. If your ice melts, then you have done a good job at keeping it warm! 

[image: ]-Collect some snow from outside- make three snowballs. Put them in a container with no lid (to catch the melted snow). Find three different places for your snow to live in your house. Observe it to see what happens to your snowball. Which place in your house is the warmest? Which place in your house is the coldest? Compare what happens to the different snowballs- which one melts first? Challenge- record your information like a proper scientist with a write up or pictures to explain your method, a results table and a conclusion. 

Extras:
*Use the snow as a whiteboard and your finger as the pen: write letters, numbers, your name, sentences, number sentences, draw shapes- take photographs to record.
*Sensory activities- feel the snow, how does it feel in your hands or when it falls on to you. How do things feel that have been covered by snow? Voice record your feelings.
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
