Personal, Social and Emotional Development

\We will be learning about water, road and sun safety and
people who help us with this, e.g. lifegquards. During our
transition to Year One, we will be putting particular emphasis
on how the children feel about this change and reflecting on

their progress and journey so far.

During English we will be innovating
stories about the seaside. Whilst
expressing their ideas, we will be encouraging
the children to use full sentences, using
accurate tenses and conjunctions.

Physical Development
Lots of the children are struggling with letter
formation. It is important that they can form MOST of

the letters they write correctly to achieve their Early
Learning Goal. We will be working on this in school -
please can you do the same at home. Outdoors, we
will be putting our performance skills into practice by
creating our own actions/ dance moves to music. We
will also be creating obstacle courses and practising
our aim with balls.

English

In English, we will be reading Hello Summer and
using story language (e.g. once upon a time,
suddenly, the next day, finally etc) to innovate
this story and to illustrate our own imaginative
journeys. We will also be reading non-fiction
texts about sea sides in the past and transport. In
provision, we’ll be encouraging the children to
write independently for a purpose, e.g. postcards,
posters and invitations, including full sentences

We will be discussing how the
seaside and transport were different
in the past as well as how to look after the
environment. When looking at maps, we will
idetify land and sea and look at a local maps to
find Roberts Park. In RE, we will be learning
about stories that are special to people.
